Mountain View Cohousing, in the middle of Silicon Valley, is now well along in the process of approvals and design for their 19-home cohousing community.  They already have 13 member households. 

In addition to a slideshow presentation by Ms. McCamant, members of each community will talk about their individual experiences and why they’ve decided to downsize and move to new, walkable, sustainably-built neighborhoods.  Cohousing is an idea whose time has come.
